Frayer Model





Frayer Models are great tools for vocabulary instruction that show multiple dimensions of vocabulary terms and go beyond just the definition, part of speech, memorize routine. Students should always have key words and an illustration shown in the top two boxes, but the bottom two can vary based on need and appropriateness for the content area.  The headings in the bottom boxes are just examples of possible topics.
Students can complete Frayers on their own notebook paper, on poster paper in groups, in a Word document, on Whiteboards, etc. 
Frayers can be used in pre-, during, and post instruction.
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
